English Language Arts

Our theme for January and the beginning of February is Fables.  We have completed five out of the eight fables so far.  Following the Fables unit, we will be focusing on Jan Brett as an author study.  She has written some wonderful books such as The Mitten and The Hat.  She is also a great illustrator.  

· Spelling:  The students will continue to receive their new word lists on Monday, practice throughout the week and then their test on Friday.

· Grammar:  We have been focusing on nouns, verbs and adjectives.

· Phonics:  We are currently working on short and long vowel sounds, r-controlled vowel sounds, and diphthongs.

· Writing:  journals, story starters, sentence structure.

· Reading:  individual reading, group reading, guided reading.

· We will be working on storyboards as retelling a fable the students have chosen.
